All Applicants Must:

· Be currently enrolled in an undergraduate program in an instrumentation, systems, or automation discipline (2-year program or 4-year baccalaureate program or its equivalent) at an educational institution in the Greater Los Angeles Area.

· Must be an “active-status” member of ISA or family (parent) must be an “active-status” member of ISA.

· Preference for scholarship awards is given to students who are enrolled in a degree program in instrumentation, systems, and automation or other closely related fields.

· Applicants are eligible to apply and win in multiple years if the applicant meets ISA’s requirements for reporting back to ISA on the use of previously granted awards and if the application demonstrates additional potential contribution to the field beyond that for which any previous awards were based.

· Submit one original of all application documentation and three copies, with each copy stapled.
